This initiative is part of a national effort led by the U.S. Department of Transportation’s Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) and the Our Roads, Our SafetyÒ campaign.
Here’s why the Work Zone Safety Outreach Campaign is so critical in Maryland:
· In 2023, Maryland saw more than 3,000 crashes involving a CMV, resulting in 53 fatalities. 
· The highest number of CMV-related crashes in 2023 were reported along the 495 Capital Beltway in Prince George’s County, where 139 crashes, resulting in 53 injuries.
