What is Our Roads, Our Safety® Week?

Our Roads, Our Safety® Week is the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration’s (FMCSA) signature annual safety observance, dedicated to raising awareness on how to share the road safely with large trucks and buses.
Throughout the week, FMCSA and the broader safety community will highlight different aspects of road safety around commercial motor vehicles (CMVs), equipping all road users with tools, tips, and information to make safer decisions and help prevent crashes, injuries, and fatalities.
The week is part of FMCSA’s broader Our Roads, Our Safety® program, the Agency’s national public education campaign and partnership focused on raising awareness about sharing the road safely.

WHY It MATTERS

· This June, America's roads will see increased activity — with summer travel season underway, the nation preparing to celebrate its 250th anniversary, and FIFA World Cup 2026 bringing visitors to cities across the country. There's no better time to focus on sharing the road safely with large trucks and buses.
· Our Roads, Our Safety® Week highlights the shared responsibility all road users have in preventing crashes and fatalities. From professional drivers to passenger vehicle drivers, everyone has a role to play in helping make our roadways safer.
· America’s professional drivers help keep America moving every day, delivering the people and goods our nation depends on. By driving safely and leading by example, they play an important role in strengthening roadway safety for everyone who shares the road.
· Passenger vehicle drivers and other road users can help prevent crashes by understanding how large trucks and buses operate differently. Avoiding blind spots, allowing extra stopping distance, and giving large vehicles room to maneuver can help keep everyone safer on our roads.
· In 2023, 40,901 people died on America's roads, including 5,472 people killed in crashes involving large trucks and buses. · Speeding alone claimed 11,775 lives in 2023, roughly one-third of all traffic fatalities.[footnoteRef:2] [2: NHTSA, Speeding | 2023 Data (Traffic Safety Facts)] 

· Nearly 16 million CMVs are registered to operate on America’s roadways and play a critical role in transporting our nation’s economy and loved ones.[footnoteRef:3] [3: Federal Highway Administration, Highway Statistics] 

· Safety is a shared responsibility. Our Roads, Our Safety® Week emphasizes the practical, daily actions every road user can take to make our roads safer.

Each day, FMCSA and partners will highlight a different dimension of what it means to share the road safely, with tailored social graphics and resources.
· Monday, June 1 | See Big. Drive Smart
Stay out of blind spots, never cut in front of a CMV, and give large vehicles room to turn.
· Tuesday, June 2 | Pros Lead the Way
Professional drivers can set the standard for road safety by always staying focused and alert, maintaining a safe speed, navigating work zones carefully, and buckling up every trip.
· Wednesday, June 3 | Power of Partnerships
When government, industry, law enforcement, and communities align, safety outcomes improve for everyone.
· Thursday, June 4 | Building Safe Habits Early
It’s never too early to learn how to share the road with large trucks and buses. Build safe habits now.
· Friday, June 5 | Professional Drivers. Professional Safety
Professional drivers keep America’s economy moving. When safety comes first, everyone on the road benefits.

SAFETY TIPS & CALLS TO ACTION

Road safety is everyone’s responsibility. Encourage your audiences to follow these tips:
· Stay focused: Distracted driving is a leading cause of crashes. Put your phone away before you get behind the wheel and keep your eyes on the road.
· Buckle up — every ride, every time: Seat belts are the single most effective way to protect yourself and your passengers in a crash.
· Share the road: Stay out of large truck and bus blind spots, keep a safe following distance, and never cut in front of a CMV.
· Plan for work zones: Research your route, slow down, follow signs, and merge early to give workers and drivers space.
· Drive at a safe speed: Always drive within the posted speed limit and reduce speed for curves, ramps, weather, and road conditions.
