Important Changes and URS Implementation Deadlines

Dec. 12, 2015 ¢ First-time applicants started using URS.

Jan. 14, 2017 ¢ All applicants must use URS for all registrations and changes.
e The USDOT number becomes the sole identifier; FMCSA will no longer issue or use

MC, FE and MX numbers.

e All new Private HM and Exempt For-Hire Carriers must provide evidence of financial
responsibility (insurance), and all new applicants must designate a process agent
(Form BOC-3).

* A new fee schedule takes effect.
e All businesses subject to the rule must obtain an FMCSA portal account before
January 14 2017, by visiting: http://www.fmcsa.dot.gov/urs
